Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 128 permits retired peace officers with a Kentucky concealed deadly weapon license issued pursuant to the federal Law Enforcement Officer Safety Act to carry concealed deadly weapons at all locations within the Commonwealth, including public buildings and private property (correctional facilities are excluded).  

HB 128/SCS 1 retains the original provisions of the bill; amends KRS 16.220 to make special law enforcement officers employed by school districts eligible for certain Kentucky Office of Homeland Security grants; creates a new section of KRS Chapter 237 to specify the conditions under which the chief of a local law enforcement agency certifies a transfer of items under the National Firearms Act; creates a new section of KRS 403.715 to 403.785 to allow a person protected by an emergency protective order or a domestic violence order to apply for a temporary permit to carry a concealed deadly weapon; provides a process by which a temporary permit can become a concealed carry license if firearms safety training is completed within 45 days; amends KRS 237.110 to allow honorably discharged service members to waive the training requirement for a concealed deadly weapon license with certain documentation; allows new residents in Kentucky who have valid concealed carry licenses from other states that have a reciprocity agreement with the Department of Kentucky State Police to waive the training requirements for Kentucky licenses and to use the out-of-state license in Kentucky for their first 120 days of residence, providing that within 60 days of the resident moving to the state of Kentucky, he or she delivers a form and accompanying documents by registered or certified mail, return receipt, to the Department of Kentucky State Police evidencing proof of a valid out of state license to carry a concealed deadly weapon; provides that an out-of-state concealed carry license will become invalid in Kentucky upon either the passage of 120 days or issuance to the person of Kentucky concealed deadly weapon pursuant to this section; allows both paper and electronic applications and renewals for concealed carry licenses; establish a $70 application fee and a $25 fee for duplicate licenses requested electronically; changes the period for State Police to either issue or deny a license from 60 days for paper applications to 15 business days for electronic applications; changes the number of requests made to other states for license reciprocity from twice per year to once per year; and makes a title amendment.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
HB 128/SCS 1 impacts local governments in two places.  First, Section 3 of the bill creates a new section of KRS 403.715 to 403.785.  It establishes a time limit of 15 days on law enforcement agencies to review and respond to National Firearm’s Act transfer of firearm certification requests.  The section requires chief law enforcement officers to certify that the recipient is a proper person for the receipt of a firearm or that the chief law enforcement officer knows of no reason to prevent the firearm transfer.  Chief law enforcement officer is defined to include local police chiefs, county sheriffs, head of the state police, state or local district attorneys or prosecutors, or other individuals acceptable to the Director of the FBI. (See 27 CFR 479.85).  Section 3 also allows applicants to appeal denials of certification requests to the Circuit Court.  The Circuit Court reviews cases de novo, and if the court finds that the certification denial was improper then it may order the issuance of the certification and award costs and attorney’s fees to the applicant.  Second, Section 5 relates to concealed deadly weapons and makes an appropriation therefor.  It amends KRS 237.110 to allow both paper and electronic applications and renewals for concealed carry licenses.  Section 5 establishes a $70 fee for electronic license applications and a $25 fee for duplicate licenses requested electronically.  It changes the period for State Police to either issue or deny a license from 60 days for paper applications to 15 business days for electronic applications.  It further changes the number of requests made to other states for license reciprocity from twice per year to once per year.

The fiscal impact of Section 3 on local governments is unknown but expected to be minimal.  It is unknown how many additional individuals will seek firearms transfer certification under the bill.  Thus, it is impossible to say whether requests will overwhelm local chief law enforcement officers and result in increased administration costs.  It is also unknown whether the bill will result in successful appeals to Circuit Court and monetary awards against chief law enforcement officers.  Any awards against local law enforcement officers would be a cost to local governments.  It should be noted that these transfer certification requirements under the National Firearm’s Act apply to only certain firearms.  These include machine guns, silencers, short-barreled rifles and shotguns, and destructive weapons such as bazookas and anti-tank guns. (See NFA and 27 CFR Part 479).
The fiscal impact of Section 5 on local Sheriffs’ office is expected to be minimal.  Sheriffs may receive some additional revenue if there is an increase in concealed carry permits resulting from an applicant’s ability to apply electronically.  Section 5 provides for an electronic application process to obtain a permit to carry a concealed deadly weapon.  The existing application process requires that a paper application be submitted to the local sheriff’s office along with a $60 application fee.  The sheriff must then submit the paper application to the Kentucky State Police within 5 working days.  The sheriff’s office gets to keep $20 of the application fee.  Under Section 5 of HB 128/SCS 1, the electronic application is submitted directly to the State Police along with a $70 application fee.  The local sheriff’s office receives $20 of that application fee.
