SB 10/LM (BR 152) - G. Tapp, D. Boswell


AN ACT relating to heating, ventilation, and air conditioning and making an appropriation therefor.


Create new sections of KRS 198B.650 to 198B.689 to require a permit for the installation of initial HVAC systems; establish requirements for permit; create exemptions from permitting process; grant the Office of Housing, Buildings and Construction the authority to promulgate administrative regulations for HVAC permitting process and impose fees to fund permitting process; grant local authorities the right to act as the agent for the office, enter into contractual relations to act as agent, and fix compensation of local inspectors; require HVAC inspectors to have at least six years' experience; forbid local authorities from establishing additional permitting or inspection programs for HVAC; establish an agency trust and surplus account for the fees to fund the HVAC permitting process; define the powers of HVAC inspectors to include "stop work" authority; allow county, city, or Commonwealth's attorneys, or the Attorney General, to represent the office or its agents; grant the Circuit Court where a violation occurs and the Franklin Circuit Court concurrent venue and jurisdiction for criminal action, and grant the Franklin Circuit Court appeals jurisdiction for criminal action; grant aggrieved parties administrative hearings in accordance with KRS Chapter 13B; amend KRS 198B.650 to define "initial heating, ventilation, or air conditioning system," "major repair," and "permit"; amend KRS 198B.990 to include infractions of the HVAC permitting process within the fines and punishment section; create a noncodified section to allow the initial funding of the program from existing agency trust and surplus accounts; require repayment of these accounts within two fiscal years; EFFECTIVE July 1, 2008.

Propose to amend Sections 30 and 31 of the Kentucky Constitution to extend the terms of State Representatives from two to four years and State Senators from four to six years beginning in 2008; submit to voters.

AN ACT relating to the Kentucky State Board of Hairdressers and Cosmetologists.


Amend KRS 317A.090 to correct terminology; amend KRS 317A.110 to grant the board the discretion to locate its principal office, meet, or conduct any of its business at any place in the state; direct the Division of Occupations and Professions to give cooperation and technical support to the board only if requested by the board; amend KRS 317A.120 and 317B.035 to allow written examinations without board members or board employees present if a board-approved testing service conducts the examination; require the presence of two board members, a board member and board administrator, or a professional testing organization for all other examinations; permit the board to set the time and location of examinations.

AN ACT proposing an amendment to Sections 145 and 150 of the Constitution of Kentucky relating to the restoration of civil rights for felons.


Propose an amendment to Section 145 of the Kentucky Constitution, pertaining to persons entitled to vote, to require automatic restoration of civil rights, under specified circumstances, for persons convicted of felonies by distinguishing the requirements therefor based upon the length and completion of prison sentence; propose an amendment to Section 150 of the Kentucky Constitution, pertaining to disqualification and exclusion from office, to require automatic removal of the disability of certain felons to serve in public office, under specified circumstances, by distinguishing the requirements therefor based upon the length and completion of prison sentence.

SB 16 (BR 2) - D. Boswell


AN ACT proposing to create a new section of the Constitution of Kentucky and amend Section 226 of the Constitution of Kentucky, relating to casinos.


Propose a new section of the Constitution of Kentucky relating to casinos; allow the General Assembly to permit the operation of casinos, which may include casinos at horse racing tracks; provide, if General Assembly authorizes casino gaming, for agency of state government to be created to regulate casinos by special law notwithstanding Section 59 or 60 of the Constitution, establish qualifications of individuals and entities authorized to operate casinos, limit number and location of casinos, define types of lotteries, gift enterprises and gambling games to be permitted, provide for other standards to ensure honest operation of casinos; define casino and casino-style gaming; restrict operation of casinos until the state agency shall have first approved the conduct of casinos and the governing body of the county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government has approved the operation; propose to amend Section 226 of the Kentucky Constitution to provide that the new section is an exception to the prohibition against lotteries and gift enterprises; submit to voters; provide ballot language.

SB 17/LM/CI (BR 3) - D. Boswell


AN ACT relating to gaming and making an appropriation therefor.


Establish KRS Chapter 239 to authorize gambling at horse racing tracks and casinos; create numerous definitions; create the Kentucky Gaming Commission; establish the duties and responsibilities of the commission; require the commission to determine the occupations related to casino gaming and the qualifications for an occupational license; establish the application procedures for a casino, racing association gaming, manufacturer's, and supplier's license; establish the requirements and qualifications for all gaming-related licenses; prohibit a licensee from transferring or assigning the license without prior commission approval; permit a licensee to conduct gaming operations from a temporary facility under certain conditions; require racing association licensees to make certain requests to the Kentucky Horse Racing Authority regarding the number of racing days the licensee will have scheduled during a year; create an exemption to allow facilities development for gaming activities regarding zoning; provide that other zoning and building codes still apply; establish the position and the duties of the executive director of the commission; establish that certain job classifications are to be established by agreement of the parties to a collective bargaining agreement; require that before a gaming license is issued, the governing body in the jurisdiction where gaming operations are proposed must first enact an ordinance to permit casino gaming; require a gaming licensee to post bond and to maintain specific types of insurance; limit the number of gaming licenses to five racing association gaming licenses and four casino licenses; establish criteria for gaming operation locations; require certain information from applicants seeking a gaming license; establish the fees for applications, licensure, and renewal for all licenses; create the Kentucky gaming fund, the Kentucky municipal public safety fund, the Kentucky county public safety fund, the Kentucky horse racing equity fund, and the Kentucky thoroughbred claiming fund; require that certain amounts of the gaming fund support administrative operations of the commission, and other amounts from the gaming fund be dispersed to the Kentucky compulsive gamblers assistance fund, the Department of Education, the Council on Postsecondary Education, the Cabinet for Health and Family Services for health care services for certain indigent Kentuckians and for a prescription drug program for senior citizens, the Kentucky county public safety fund, capital construction, sewer and water projects administered under the Kentucky Infrastructure Authority, the Kentucky veterans trust fund, the state road fund, the budget reserve trust fund, and the equine industry program trust and revolving fund; establish the disbursement of funds to the Kentucky municipal public safety fund and the Kentucky county public safety fund; establish the disbursement of funds to the Kentucky horse racing industry; prohibit licensure of certain people under specific circumstances; establish the expenditure of moneys from the municipal public safety fund and the county public safety fund; establish a wagering tax at a rate of 35% of adjusted gross receipts received and reported monthly by the licensee obliged to pay the tax; establish the terms of all licenses regarding gaming operations; require the commission to promulgate administrative regulations to prescribe procedures for gaming licensees regarding the effective control over their internal fiscal affairs; require periodic financial reports from gaming licensees; require annual audits of the financial statements of gaming licensees; define and limit gambling games and devices; address how money deposited into the compulsive gamblers assistance fund will be expended; require the State Auditor to perform an annual audit of the commission; require gaming licensees to compile a list of persons to exclude or reject from licensed gaming establishments; require the commission to notify a person placed on an exclusion or ejection list; permit the commission to take disciplinary action if a gaming licensee knowingly fails to exclude or eject a person on the list; establish penalties for persons placed on the list who enter premises of a licensed gaming establishment; provide that the transport of gambling equipment and supplies into the state will not be a violation of federal laws; define the term "cheat" and establish penalties for persons who cheat; create the compulsive gamblers assistance fund; establish how expenditures from the compulsive gamblers assistance fund will be utilized; require the commission to prepare an annual report detailing activities and expenditures of the compulsive gamblers assistance fund; encourage gaming licensees to cooperate with local business and community organizations to stimulate the economy through tourism; require gaming licensees to pay the salaries of certain commission employees; require gaming licensees to make office space available for certain commission employees; prohibit a person under 21 from placing a wager or being in an area where gambling games are in operation; establish that commission members, the executive director, and commission employees are subject to the executive branch code of ethics; limit the administrative fine to $50,000 per offense; establish that administrative review under KRS Chapter 13B is available for persons aggrieved by an action by the commission; create a new section of KRS Chapter 131 to attach the commission to the Department of Revenue for administrative purposes; create a new section of KRS Chapter 242 to permit a local option election in certain areas for the limited sale of alcoholic beverages at tracks and casinos in the territory; amend KRS 243.030 to establish a $7,500 annual license fee for a casino entertainment license and a racing association casino entertainment license; amend KRS 243.040 to establish a $3,500 annual license fee for a casino entertainment license and a racing association casino entertainment license; amend KRS 243.500, 243.505, 525.090, 528.010, 528.100, 15.380 to conform; include a severability clause; Include language that this Act is void if the voters fail to approve a constitutional amendment permitting the General Assembly to authorize casinos.

require that unspent seed money and qualifying contributions be transferred to the fund; require the registry to distribute transfers within three days after certification for certified candidates in a contested primary election, and within three days after the primary election for certified candidates in a contested general election; require the registry to determine the amount of transfers not later than the first Wednesday after the first Monday in November preceding the election year, and require the first transfers to be made for the 2008 state Senate and House elections; HCS - Retain original provisions of HB 207; delete state authority to issue citations and levy fines and penalties for violations of federal mine safety laws; permit intervention only in the penalty phase of an administrative hearing for the executor or administrator of a deceased miner's estate or designee rather than the spouse of the deceased miner; delete right to have a representative of a miner attend accident interviews and close accident interviews; require the Office of Mine Safety and Licensing to appoint a full-time employee to serve as a family liaison who is trained in grief counseling and mining; add unsafe working conditions to the existing authority of the commissioner for levying civil fines and penalties; require criminal background checks for mine inspectors, mine safety analysts, electrical inspectors, and mine safety instructors; delete requirement to make the commissioners of Mine Safety Review Commission full-time employees; delete requirement for the commissioner to implement the recommendations of the Mine Equipment Review Panel; require the panel to annually report to the executive director of the Office of Mine Safety and Licensing and the Interim Joint Committee on Agriculture and Natural Resources; require six hours of additional training for mine foremen effective January 1, 2009; permit the Mining Board to grant an equivalent certification for a mining certification from out-of-state and to impose a probationary period for those miners whose out of state certification had expired; require two emergency medical technicians (EMT) or mine emergency technicians (MET) to be employed on the shift engaged in production of coal and at least one EMT or MET for nonproduction shifts; require at least one EMT or MET to be underground when miners are underground; restore requirement for an additional EMT or MET for every 50 employees at the mine; delete provision that requires mine rescue teams be available within 30 minutes and provisions for contracting for mine rescue; delete permissive provision for informing the commissioner of an unsafe working condition dispute; delete application of fines and penalties for unsafe working condition dispute; require ventilation fans to be in operation unless turned off for repairs and if stopped, then they must run for a period of time to ensure equalization of air; restore use of beltline air and authority of OMSL to permit use of beltline air; delete requirement for mine seal construction plan to be certified by mine superintendent after inspection and certification by a licensed engineer; delete intervals for caches of self-contained self-rescuers and requirement for location in both primary and secondary escapeways; delete requirement for intrinsically safe strobe lights attached to caches; require 180 days after the effective date that lifeline cords be constructed of flame resistant rather than flameproof materials; require separate preshift examinations for surface mining operations and preoperational equipment checks; delete requirement for mines to provide an efficient means for transporting all miners out of the mine in the case of an emergency; require the mine operator to provide an MSHA-approved multi-gas detector to each group of underground miners, miners working alone, and outby miners; provide for training in use of the multi-gas detection device; delete 15-minute reporting requirements for other serious accidents; amend KRS 352.201 to require notification of OMSL of a retreat or mine pillaring operation and ensure use of the approved pillar removal plan; qualify that the certified electrician shall be employed on the working shift if electrical work is to be performed at all underground mines and surface mines operating draglines and highwall miners; establish January 1, 2009, effective date for implementation of inspections; establish a January 1, 2008, effective date for implementation of requirements on multi-gas detectors.


HFA (1, J. Gooch Jr) - Create a 60-day prohibition on attorneys contacting victims of a mine disaster; set the penalty for violation as a Class A misdemeanor.


HFA (2, B. require the General Assembly, in appropriating money recovered by the investigation and prosecution of Medicaid fraud, to consider the requirements of the Attorney General and other affected state agencies; permit the Attorney General to institute an action for an order to restrain a person who is believed to be committing or is about to commit an unlawful act related to Medicaid; establish the monetary liability for a person found liable for an unlawful act related to Medicaid, which includes three times the amount of the value of any monetary or in-kind benefit provided by Medicaid, interest on the amount of the payment, and a civil penalty not less than $5,000 or more than $15,000 if the unlawful act results in an injury to an adult defined in KRS 209.020 or a child; set the civil penalty for a unlawful act related to Medicaid not less than $5,000 or more than $10,000 for if the act does not result in injury; provide criteria for determining the amount of the civil penalty; limit the liability to two times the amount of the monetary benefit received if the person furnished the Attorney General with all information about the unlawful act not later than the thirtieth day after the date on which the person first obtained the information if the information is provided prior to the investigation by the Attorney General; permit the Attorney General to require a person to file a written statement under oath or affirmation, examine a person under oath, or to serve a civil investigative demand requiring the production of documentary material and permit inspection and copying of the material; exclude the state from liability for expenses that a person incurs in bringing an action regarding alleged Medicaid fraud in the name of the person and the state; provides for reinstatement of employment and not less than two times the amount of back pay with interest and compensation for any special damages if a person is discharged, demoted, suspended, threatened, harassed, or in any other manner discriminated against in the terms of employment by the person's employer because an a lawful act in the furtherance of an action related to the allegation of Medicaid fraud;
