Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 434 expands the crime of harassment under KRS 525.070 to include conduct wherein an individual intentionally exposes their undergarments under circumstances in which they know or should know that the conduct is likely to cause affront to another person.  Intentional exposure of undergarments under HB 434 is a violation.    

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 434 on local governments is expected to be minimal.  Harassment without physical conduct is a violation.  Harassment with physical conduct is a Class B misdemeanor. The intentional exposure of undergarments under circumstances likely to cause affront to another person would constitute a violation.  During Fiscal Year 2010, there were 402 cases of harassment without physical contact. 

The number of cases constituting a violation under HB 434 is expected to be small.  Violations will not likely result in pretrial or post conviction incarceration costs to local governments.  Thus, the costs borne by local governments are expected to be minimal.      
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
