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A RESOLUTION declaring 2012 as the first year of the "Win the War! Against Violence--The 2012 Ten Percent Challenge" in Kentucky and invite all citizens to recognize this challenge in which all can participate and benefit.

WHEREAS, "Win the War! Against Violence – The 2012 Ten Percent Challenge" is a violence reduction and prevention educational awareness campaign to challenge and encourage all Kentuckians to reduce the number of violence victimizations in the Commonwealth by ten percent in 2012; and

WHEREAS, violence remains at an unacceptably high level and affects everyone regardless of their status or beliefs; and

WHEREAS, violence reduces the quality of life for victims of violence and creates unnecessary costs to individuals and businesses; and

WHEREAS, reducing violence will make the Commonwealth more attractive to new businesses and visitors; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky’s one million children would benefit from a reduction in violence because violence interferes with students' education and educators' ability to teach; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate declares 2012 as the first year of the "Win the War! Against Violence--The 2012 Ten Percent Challenge" in Kentucky and invites all citizens to recognize this challenge in which all can participate and benefit.

Section 2.   The "Win the War! Against Violence—The 2012 Ten Percent Challenge" in Kentucky shall strive to achieve the following goals:

A reduction from the number of 2010 homicide offenses in Kentucky from 180 to 162;

(2)
A reduction from the number of 2010 rape offenses from 1,545 to 1,390;

(3)
 A reduction from the number of 2010 robbery offenses from 3,732 to 3,359;

(4)
 A reductions from the number of 2010 aggravated assault offenses from 5,691 to 5,122;

(5)
 A reduction from the number of 2010 police officers assaulted from 1,757 to 1,581;

(6) 
A reduction from the number of 2010 suicides from 612 to 550;

(7)
 A reduction from the number of 2010 child maltreatment substantiated by a child protective service response from 17,470 to 15,723;

(8)
 A reduction from the number of 2010 child fatalities from 34 to 19;

(9)
 A reduction from the number of 2010 persons killed in traffic collisions from 769 to 692; and

(10) 
A reduction from the number of 2010 persons injured in traffic collisions from 38,115 to 34,303.
