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AN ACT relating to access control of highways.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 177.315 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
As used in this section, "partial control of access" means the limited right or easement of access granted by the Transportation Cabinet under subsection (2) of this section.

(2)
Except as provided in subsection (4) of this section, the Transportation Cabinet shall establish minimum spacing requirements for partial control of access to a limited access facility, and the manner that the access is to be provided, for the owners or occupants of land or other persons who have a limited right or easement of access under KRS 177.220. Minimum spacing between access points shall be one thousand two hundred (1,200) feet in rural areas and six hundred (600) feet in urban areas.

(3)
The Transportation Cabinet may change the spacing of access control points if:

(a)
1.
An owner or occupant of land abutting a limited access facility requests the cabinet for the change; or

2.
A local government requests the cabinet for the change; and

(b)
The change in spacing of access points is supported by an engineering and traffic study approved by the state highway engineer.
(4)
(a)
The provisions of this section shall not apply to access to a state highway, other than a highway where access is fully or partially controlled, located in a county where the only incorporated city is not larger than a city of the sixth class.

(b)
The Transportation Cabinet shall allow access on state highways described in paragraph (a) of this subsection without the minimum spacing requirements provided for in this section.

(c)
The Transportation Cabinet shall not require a property owner to compensate the Department of Highways for any increase in value to an affected property attributable to the granting of a new access point to a state highway described in paragraph (a) of this subsection.
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
