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AN ACT relating to cemetery preservation.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 67.680 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
A county acting under authority of this section may by ordinance create a county cemetery board[ that may apply to the Department for Local Government for grants to restore and maintain nonprofit cemeteries that do not receive perpetual care funds pursuant to KRS 367.952].

(2)
The county cemetery boards shall meet at least three (3) times annually in space provided by the fiscal court and shall have five (5) volunteer members with no more than three (3) representing the same political party. Members shall: 

(a)
Be appointed by the county judge/executive with approval of the fiscal court;[, shall] 

(b)
Have lived in the county for at least one (1) year prior to appointment;[, and shall] 

(c)
have demonstrated an interest in cemetery preservation, genealogy, local history, or a related area; and

(d)
Appoint a chairperson from their membership.

(3)
County cemetery boards may:

(a)
Establish a county-specific component fund, as defined in KRS 147A.310 to provide for the receipt of gifts, endowments, and other funds to be used for the preservation and restoration of nonprofit cemeteries and burial grounds within the county that do not receive perpetual care funds pursuant to KRS 367.952;

(b)
Apply to the Department for Local Government for grants to restore and maintain nonprofit cemeteries and burial grounds that do not receive perpetual care funds pursuant to KRS 367.952;

(c)
Act as a clearinghouse for information about the location and condition of cemeteries and burial grounds within the county; and

(d)
Act as an advocate for preservation and restoration of cemeteries and burial grounds within the county.

(4)
County cemetery boards shall report to the Department for Local Government annually. The report shall include:

(a)
The name and address for each board member;

(b)
The mailing address, telephone number and, if applicable, the Web site uniform resource locator (URL) of the board;

(c)
The name of the chairperson, who shall serve as the primary contact for the board for purposes of communication from the Department for Local Government; and

(d)
Financial information to include:

Donations received during the previous year including:

a.
The name of the donor;

b.
The amount of the donation; and

c.
The date of the donation;

2.
Other receipts of funds received during the previous year including;

a.
The source of the funding;

b.
The amount of the funding received; and

c.
The date of the receipt of the funding; and

3.
Expenditure information to include:

a.
The amount of the expenditure;

b.
The date of the expenditure;

c.
The recipient of the expenditure; and

d.
The purpose of the expenditure.
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
