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AN ACT relating to temporary elevator mechanic licensure.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 198B.4021 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
An[ elevator contractor shall notify the department when the contractor has no licensed personnel available to perform elevator work. The] elevator contractor may request that the department issue temporary elevator mechanic licenses to persons confirmed by the licensed elevator contractor to have not less than twenty-four (24) months of work experience in the elevator industry, in construction, maintenance, service, repair, or any combination of these activities, in order[a combination of documented experience and education] to perform elevator work without direct and immediate supervision.

(2)
Any person confirmed by an elevator contractor to have[ a combination of] documented experience[ and education] to perform, on a temporary basis, elevator work without direct and immediate supervision as specified by subsection (1) of this section may[shall] immediately seek a temporary elevator mechanic license from the department.

(3)
A[Each] temporary license shall be valid for a period of one (1) year and only while the licensee is employed by the licensed elevator contractor that confirmed the individual as qualified.

(4)
A[The] temporary license shall not be renewable[ for additional terms of one (1) year each until there is no shortage of ordinary license holders].

(5)
A temporary elevator mechanic license shall not be issued to any person who has previously held a temporary elevator mechanic license.

(6)
The department may establish by administrative regulation additional requirements necessary to implement this section including:

(a)
The permissible scope of duties of a temporary elevator mechanic; and

(b)
A schedule of fees for the functions performed under this section, not to exceed the cost of the service performed.

(7)
Fees payable to the department under this section shall be paid into the State Treasury and credited to the elevator safety program trust fund as established by KRS 198B.4037.
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
