MEASURE’S PURPOSE: HB 506 requires the Department of Juvenile Justice (DJJ) and Cabinet for Health and Family Services (CHFS) to promulgate administrative regulations to reimburse private child-caring agencies for services provided to state agency children during the school day while placed in private residential facilities. Such services might include medication administration, lunches, school maintenance as well as class room aides needed to stabilize the children.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: HB 506 amends KRS 605.110 to require interagency agreements to include a method to reimburse private child-care agencies for services provided to state agency children during the school day; include private child-care agencies as part of the resolution process when party to an interagency dispute.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: This fiscal impact is indeterminable because the number of state agency children who would require services from private child-care agencies during the school day while placed in a residential setting, and type and costs of those services, are unavailable.
CHFS states that the language in HB 506 is unclear as to which agency would be responsible for the costs associated with the provisions of this legislation. If additional financial pressures are applied to the Department for Community Based Services (DCBS) and DJJ to offset expenses for schools, on the campuses of private child-caring facilities that serve children in the custody of CHFS and DJJ, there are no funds provided in the legislation. Were the cabinet to be financially responsible, this would constitute an unfunded mandate at a time of severe budgetary constraints.
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
