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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating the Specialist Nathaniel D. Garvin Memorial Highway in Hardin County.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Specialist Nathaniel D. Garvin, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Specialist Nathaniel D. Garvin was born on July 14, 1989, in Pekin, Illinois; and he traversed these earthly bounds on July 12, 2010; and

WHEREAS, Nathaniel D. Garvin was the son of Clifton and Melanie Garvin; he was the loving husband of Brittany Garvin; he was the caring father of daughter, Kayleigh, and a son, Wyatt Garvin, who was born while he was deployed; and

WHEREAS, Specialist Nathaniel D. Garvin enlisted in the United States Army in August 2008; he was assigned to the 96th Aviation Support Battalion, 101st Combat Aviation Brigade, 101st Airborne Division (Air Assault), Fort Campbell, Kentucky; and he served as an armament, electrical, and avionics systems repairer; and

WHEREAS, the life of Specialist Nathaniel D. Garvin ended prematurely of injuries sustained from a noncombat-related incident at Forward Operating Base Frontenac, Kandahar, Afghanistan; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Specialist Nathaniel D. Garvin, and is deeply grateful for the ultimate sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate the new connector route from Kentucky Route 220 to Kentucky Route 313 in Hardin County as the "Specialist Nathaniel D. Garvin Memorial Highway," and shall, upon completion of construction of the highway, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation.
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
