A RESOLUTION honoring individuals who choose to become organ donors and encouraging medical professionals to endeavor to be aware of and sensitive to the grieving process of a donor's family and loved ones as they navigate the organ donation process.

WHEREAS, currently there are more than 121,000 people on the national waiting list for a vital organ transplant; and

WHEREAS, in Kentucky, nearly 1,000 people are waiting for organ transplants; and

WHEREAS, more than 25,000 people benefit from organ donation each year; and

WHEREAS, when individuals make the choice to become an organ donor it is an honorable and selfless decision; and

WHEREAS, though this is an incredible act, it is also a difficult time for families and loved ones of the donors; and

WHEREAS, medical professionals should always endeavor to be aware of and sensitive to the grieving process of a donor's family and loved ones as they navigate the organ donation process; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives honors and celebrates individuals who choose to become organ donors.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives expresses its profound respect and sympathy for the families and loved ones of a donor as they strive to honor the wishes of the donor.

Section 3.   The House of Representatives strongly encourages medical professionals to be aware of the sensitive nature of the grieving process that families and loved ones of organ donors experience and to endeavor to make the organ donation process as free of stress and confusion as possible.
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
