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AN ACT relating to activities regulated by the Kentucky Board of Hairdressers and Cosmetologists.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 317A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Within one hundred eighty (180) days of the effective date of this Act, the board shall promulgate administrative regulations requiring persons seeking renewal of licenses or permits under this chapter to complete annual continuing education if an examination was required for initial licensure under KRS 317A.050.

(2)
The continuing education requirements to be established by the board pursuant to subsection (1) of this section shall:

(a)
Require cosmetology instructors to complete eight (8) clock hours of continuing education and cosmetologists and nail technicians to complete six (6) clock hours of continuing education. At least three (3) clock hours shall be dedicated to relevant health, sanitation, and safety education;

(b)
Allow continuing education credit to be awarded for educational programs, approved by the board, sponsored by nonprofit and for-profit organizations that offer home study courses, including correspondence and timed Internet, classrooms, and schools licensed by the board; and

(c)
Provide that continuing education requirements for persons seeking renewal who have been actively licensed for at least thirty (30) years on the date of renewal application shall be limited to three (3) clock hours dedicated to relevant health, sanitation, and safety education. 

(3)
The board shall require full compliance with the continuing education requirements of this chapter.

(4)
The board may contract with a third party to administer the continuing education program at no cost to the Commonwealth. The third party shall demonstrate the capability to:

(a)
Maintain the roster of licensees in a format that the board approves and that can be accessed on a secure Internet link by the board, board staff, inspectors, and others authorized by the board;

(b)
Update licensees' continuing education status on a daily basis as submitted by approved continuing education providers;

(c)
Receive and process continuing education applications from prospective providers, including certifying to the board that the provider meets all qualifications set forth in administrative regulation; and

(d)
Provide the board with a list, in electronic format, of all active licensees who have not completed their continuing education within thirty (30) days after each final renewal date.

(5)
The third-party administrator referenced in subsection (4) of this section may assess a reasonable fee for each course completed by an instructor or licensee, payable by all board-approved continuing education providers.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 317B IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Within one hundred eighty (180) days of the effective date of this Act, the board shall promulgate administrative regulations:

(a)
Establishing criteria under which training in esthetic practices in other states shall be accepted for hours of training required under KRS 317B.025. As used in this paragraph, "training in esthetic practices in other states" includes:

1.
Classroom hours in a recognized school of esthetics or cosmetology;

2.
Vocational training in makeup artistry for film or television; and

3.
Vocational training in makeup artistry for theatre; and

(b)
Requiring persons seeking renewal of licenses or permits under this chapter to complete annual continuing education if an examination was required for initial licensure under KRS 317B.025.

(2)
The continuing education requirements to be established by the board pursuant to subsection (1) of this section shall:

(a) 
Require teachers of esthetic practices to complete eight (8) clock hours of continuing education and estheticians to complete six (6) clock hours of continuing education. At least three (3) clock hours shall be dedicated to relevant health, sanitation, and safety education;  

(b)
Allow continuing education credit to be awarded for educational  programs, approved by the board, sponsored by nonprofit and for-profit  organizations that offer home study courses, including correspondence and timed Internet, classrooms, and schools licensed by the board; and

(c)
Provide that continuing education requirements for persons seeking renewal who have been actively licensed for at least thirty (30) years on the date of renewal application shall be limited to three (3) clock hours dedicated to relevant health, sanitation, and safety education. 

(3)
The board shall require full compliance with the continuing education requirements of this chapter.
