MEASURE’S PURPOSE: SB 52 GA would allow Medicaid providers to charge a $10, missed appointment fee starting with the third missed appointment and for each subsequent missed appointment unless cancelled in advance. Program to be piloted in Jefferson, Letcher, and Pike Counties.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS:  SB 52 GA requires the Cabinet for Health and Family Services to apply for a Medicaid waiver within 90 days for a pilot program permitting health professionals to charge a $10 missed appointment fee starting with the third missed appointment and for each subsequent missed appointment unless cancelled in advance; requires implementation within 60 days after approval in Jefferson, Letcher and Pike Counties.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: The bill does not directly impact the Medicaid budget, and fees would be charged directly to affected Medicaid recipients. Subject to federal waiver approval.
