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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating the "Carl Akers Memorial Bridge."

WHEREAS, Carl Akers was born November 11, 1913, in Grethel in Floyd County, Kentucky, the son of the late Webster and Ida Akers; and

WHEREAS, after working in a bomber plant in Michigan during World War II, Carl Akers returned home and spent his entire life in the area, farming, coal mining, and working for the KY Power Plant in Ashland; and

WHEREAS, Carl Akers married his beloved wife, Laura, and raised a family, and was the most devoted husband, father, and grandfather a family could want; and

WHEREAS, Carl Akers spent countless hours helping the members of his community, and his devotion to his fellow man exemplified his strong moral character; and

WHEREAS, Carl Akers left these earthly bounds on December 15, 1988, and his passing still resonates with his family, friends, and community, by whom he is sorely missed and fondly remembered;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate the Bridge on Kentucky Route 680 in Floyd County, south of the Elisha Branham Bridge, as the "Carl Akers Memorial Bridge" and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation.
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
