MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 149 creates new sections of KRS 164 to require a waiver of tuition and student fees from postsecondary institutions for foster and adopted children.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 149 creates new sections of KRS 164 to require a waiver of tuition and student fees from postsecondary institutions for foster and adopted children; requires the child to meet entrance requirements, apply within four (4) years of high school graduation, and maintain academic eligibility while enrolled at the postsecondary institution; permits a period of five (5) years for the waiver; authorizes the Council on Postsecondary Education to define satisfactory progress for continuation of waiver; permits a postsecondary institution to accept scholarships; requires promulgation of administrative regulations by the Council on Postsecondary Education and the Cabinet for Families and Children. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The Cabinet for Families and Children estimates approximately 147 Foster Care Children will turn 18 years old each of the next three (3) years;  and the Cabinet estimates that approximately 37 Adoption Subsidy children will turn 18 years old during each of the next four (4) years.

The average tuition and mandatory fees at the public four year comprehensive institutions for 2000-01 is $2,430; $1,065 for tuition and $150 for mandatory fees per semester.

The average tuition and mandatory fees at the public four year Research Institutions for 2000-01 is $3,530; $1,565 for tuition and $200 for mandatory fees per semester.

The average tuition and mandatory fees at the Kentucky Community and Technical College System (KCTCS) for 2000-01 is $1,054; $477 for tuition and $50 for mandatory fees per semester.

The total undergraduate full-time equivalent enrollment in Fall 1998-Fall 1999 was 92,685; 46% of the students attended comprehensive institutions, 27% attended the research institutions and 27% attended the community colleges.  Data is not available for the technical colleges in a comparable undergraduate format.  It is not likely that the number of students attending technical colleges would substantially affect the fiscal impact of the legislation.  Due to KCTCS's tuition being less than the universities and community colleges, the greater number of students that attend the technical colleges the less the fiscal impact of the legislation will be.

The average college going rate high of school graduates in Kentucky is currently less than 50 percent.  For FY 2000-01 the number of Foster Care and Adoption Subsidy children that will turn 18 years old and be expected to graduate from high school is 184.  Assuming they will attend college at the average rate of the total population of high school graduates in Kentucky, of 50 percent.  The number of children expected to qualify for the postsecondary education tuition and fee wavier in FY 2000-01 should be approximately 92 (184 x 50%= 92);  following the current distribution of undergraduates among the different types of institutions, 42 (46%) should attend the comprehensive institutions, 25 the research institutions and 25 KCTCS.
