PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The provisions of this bill prevent a person's certification as a peace officer if that person has been convicted of a misdemeanor crime of domestic violence or has a domestic violence order currently issued against him or her, or issued in the previous 5 years.
The bill's provisions also require that any agency responsible for entering domestic violence records into the LINK system must notify county law enforcement agencies (among others) of purchases or attempts to purchase firearms by a person barred from such purchases. At least one law enforcement agency in each county is to be designated to receive this information. The designated county law enforcement agency must  make reasonable efforts to ensure the notification of any person who has obtained  a domestic violence order against a person (who is thereby barred from firearms purchases) when that person has purchased or attempted to purchase a firearm.

County attorneys may, by the provisions of this bill, may make a recommendation to the court as to whether a misdemeanor crime is a crime of domestic violence, and if so, must advise the victim of this designation and provide the victim with a copy. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact is indeterminable and minimal. Some time and effort will be required by County police or sheriffs offices to locate and inform persons who have obtained a domestic violence order when the subject of that order has obtained or attempted to obtain a firearm. To that extent there will be some small cost.

The provisions regarding county attorneys should not result in any mandatory additional costs to the office. 
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
