PURPOSE/MECHANICS

Eliminates the motor vehicles usage tax on motor vehicles with a declared gross weight of the vehicle and any towed unit of greater than 55,000 lbs.  Increases the special fuel tax $0.03 per gallon.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The exemption from the motor vehicle usage tax would result in a loss of approximately $5.5 million.  The county clerks retain 4% of the tax as a commission for collecting the tax .  County clerks would loose approximately $0.2 million.

The $0.03 a gallon tax on special fuels would generate approximately $20 million dollars of which 22.2% ($ 4.4 million) is set aside for use for the rural secondary program, 18.3% ($ 3.7 million) is set aside for use for the county road program, and 7.7% ( $1.5 million) is set aside for the urban road program.
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
