On page 8, by deleting lines 6 through 20 and inserting the following in lieu thereof:

"(1)
In any felony offense other than an offense under KRS Chapter 510 or KRS 530.020, 530.064, or 531.310, when sufficient evidence exists that would justify a finding of sexual motivation, the prosecutor may file a motion before trial, seeking a finding that the defendant has committed a sexually motivated offense. A sexually motivated offense is one where the primary motivation of the defendant was the accomplishment of an offense under KRS Chapter 510 or KRS 530.020, 530.064, or 531.310.

(2)
Upon conviction, the sentencing judge shall hold a hearing to determine by clear and convincing evidence whether the defendant has committed a sexually motivated offense. At the hearing, the judge shall hear additional evidence by the defendant and by the Commonwealth as to whether the defendant has committed a sexually motivated offense. If the judge determines that the defendant has committed a sexually motivated offense, the judge shall make a written finding of fact and enter that in the court record and in the judgment rendered against the defendant.

If the sentencing judge finds that the defendant has committed a sexually motivated offense, the defendant shall register as a sex offender under KRS 17.500 to 17.540, provide a blood sample for DNA testing and identification under KRS 17.170 and 17.175, and undergo sex offender treatment under KRS 197.400 to 197.440 or Section 10 of this Act.".
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
