Text of Legislation:  

Create a new section of KRS Chapter 532 to deny probation and other early release to persons who commit crimes against persons 65 or older; provide for denial of parole as well as other sanctions and subsequent offenders.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill precludes probation for felons convicted of crimes against the elderly.  According to the Bureau of Justice Statistics approximately 6.6% of all crimes are committed against the elderly.  In Kentucky there are over 5,000 felons placed on probation each year.  If 1% of these probationers were otherwise denied probation as a result of passage of this bill, there would be approximately 50 more commitments each year to Kentucky’s prisons.  In addition, approximately 1,000 felons are shock probated in Kentucky each year.  Similarly, if 1% of these were precluded from shock probation, then approximately 10 fewer releases from prison would result.  This bill applies to all classes of felonies; therefore, the average time served in Kentucky during FY99 at 15.5 months was used to compute the likely impact of this bill on the Department’s incarcerated prison population.



Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Passage of this bill could result in approximately 30 additional inmates in FY01 at a cost of  $674,000 and approximately 75 additional inmates in FY02 at a cost of $1.7M. This number would level off at approximately 75 additional inmates after 2 years due to inmates being paroled or having served out their sentence.
