PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill amends KRS 389.390 to raise the speed limits for automobiles and light trucks (vehicles with a gross weight of 6,000 pounds or less) to 70 MPH on interstate highways and other controlled (limited) access state highways; limit the speed for heavy trucks to 65 MPH on the same thoroughfares; and specify other changes relating to speed limits, including a new table of fines for violation of the speed limits.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal effect of the bill is indeterminable, but likely minimal to moderate. Changes in speed limits on on-state roads may require local units of government to amend existing ordinances or to seek approval of the secretary of transportation to establish a speed limit that is different 

from the new limits provided in the legislation. Either action would result in an expense to the local government.
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
