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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of this legislation is to increase the amount of grants distributed to county organizations' safety programs from $1,000 to $2,000.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:   This measure amends KRS Chapter 247.406 to increase from $1,000 to $2,000 the amount the Department of Agriculture shall grant to eligible counties toward their farm safety programs, if funding is available

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  There is no fiscal impact from this bill because it is conditioned on available funding.  However, if moneys are available this legislation would reduce the number of grants that the Department of Agriculture could issue by 50%.  It requires a minimum of $2,000 to be granted instead of $1,000.  This is assuming that no additional moneys are made available to compensate for the increase grant amount.  
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
