MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

The purpose of HB 220/GA is to amend KRS 17.500 to define "sex offender," "sexually violent predator," and other terms; amend KRS 17.510 and 17.520 and create new sections of KRS 17.500 to 17.540 to provide for the registration of sex offenders in Kentucky; create a new section of KRS 17.500 to 17.540 to provide for community notification of the presence of a sex offender through a Kentucky State Police website; and amend Megan's Law to provide greater community notification when sex offenders and other identified individuals reside in a community. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

The purpose of HB 220/GA is to amend KRS 17.500 to define "sex offender," "sexually violent predator," and other terms; amend KRS 17.510 and 17.520 and create new sections of KRS 17.500 to 17.540 to provide for the registration of sex offenders in Kentucky; create a new section of KRS 17.500 to 17.540 to provide for community notification of the presence of a sex offender through a Kentucky State Police website; and amend Megan's Law to provide greater community notification when sex offenders and other identified individuals reside in a community. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact of HB 220/GA on the State Police budget totals $216,000 in FY 2000-01 and $211,000 in FY 2001-02.  Five full-time personnel positions would be needed to handle the processing and the integrity of the data and the maintenance of the web site.  Costs for these positions are estimated to be $181,700 in FY 2000-01 and $191,000 in FY 2001-02 and would support a Web master (Grade 15), two Administrative Specialist (Grade 8), and one Administrative Specialist Senior (Grade 10).  Computer equipment would total $15,000 in FY 2000-01 and would include 5 personal computers (@ $3,000 each), a computer printer ($4,000), three Norstan Telephone Systems (@ $225 each) and two desktop printer ($162).  Furniture would cost $4,100 in FY 2000-01 and maintenance cost would begin in FY 2001-02 at $20,000 a year.  The table below shows a breakdown of the costs.  In addition, telephone and postage costs would total $10,000 per year.  These costs are summarized as follows:

These costs are based on the following statistics:  Currently there are 1,200 persons on the sex offender registry that are non classified, 94 High Risk offenders, and 200 Moderate-to-Low Risk offenders.  HB 220/GA requires the Justice Cabinet to start an annual verification of the 1,200 non classified offenders.  The expansion of the criteria of offenses that would classify an offender as "high risk", would increase the number who the Justice Cabinet would have to verify quarterly from 94 (currently high risk) to approximately 1,200.  

In the event that Federal moneys are available, the costs of this legislation to the State Police will be reduced.
