MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 288 is to increase the minimum pay of precinct elections officers, increase the training pay, and increase the reimbursement for the cost of elections to counties and making an  appropriation.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 288 amends KRS 117.045 to increase minimum pay of precinct election officers from $60 per day to $100 per day; amends KRS 117.187 to increase pay for precinct election officer training from $10 to $25; amends KRS 117.345 to increase reimbursements to fiscal court for cost of election from $255 per precinct to $700 per precinct; and appropriates from the general fund $1,500,000 in fiscal year 2000-2001 and $1,500,000 in fiscal year 2001-2002. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact is the General Fund appropriation of $1,500,000 each year.  This amount each year will cover the additional costs ($455 x 3,337 precincts).  The actual costs is $1,485,000.
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
