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AN ACT relating to public school transportation.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 157 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
It is the intent of the General Assembly to facilitate opportunities for public school pupils participating in extracurricular activities to represent their schools and local school districts in educational programs and athletic competitions within the Commonwealth.

(2)
An extracurricular activity transportation fund to be administered by the Department of Education is hereby established. The fund may receive state appropriations, gifts and grants from public and private sources, and federal funds.

(3)
The fund shall provide matching moneys to local school districts to subsidize the cost of transporting pupils in grades nine (9) through twelve (12) to locations within the state. Grants from the fund shall be in an amount not to exceed one-half (1/2) of the total transportation cost of the activity, as submitted and certified by the superintendent of the local district to the commissioner of education or the commissioner's designee.

(4)
The Kentucky Board of Education shall promulgate administrative regulations as may be needed in the administration of the fund and disbursement of moneys from the fund. The board shall ensure that districts receiving funds meet the requirements of Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, Pub. L. 92-318, as amended by Section 3 of Pub. L. 93-568, 88 Stat. 1855.
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
