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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 296/HCS is to limit secure detention of status offenders.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 296/HCS creates, amends, and repeals numerous sections of KRS Chapters 600, 605, 610, 630, 645 and other statutes to limit secure detention of status offenders. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact of this legislation is indeterminable, but should be minimal.  A potential fiscal impact could occur if the Department of Juvenile Justice were ordered to supervise juveniles in "nonsecure settings" such as a child's home, which would result in the need for additional staff to supervise these offenders.  Currently, one staff person supervises 15 to 40 juveniles.  The number of juveniles that may be supervised is determined by the factors of severity of offense and geographic conditions.
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
