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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HFA 1 (000526) amends HB 305/HCS to require that public school pupils who are prescribed medication to control assaultive, disruptive, or irrational behavior, shall not attend public school on those days in which the medication is not taken.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HFA 1 amends HB 305/HCS to require that public school pupils who are prescribed medication to control assaultive, disruptive, or irrational behavior, shall not attend public school on those days in which the medication is not taken.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact of HFA 1 to HB 305/HCS is indeterminable due to the inability to accurately calculate the number of public school pupils who would be prohibited from attending public schools without taking prescribed medications.  Also, if HFA 1 is attached to HB 305/HCS the fiscal impact of HB 305/HCS would then become indeterminable.

Although the fiscal impact is indeterminable, the following cost elements are provided:

The Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) estimates local school districts receive at least the minimum of $16.71 in basic state aid each day a public school student is not in attendance for the instructional day calculated as follows:  ($2,924/FY 1999-2000 SEEK Base per pupilSYMBOL 184 \f "Symbol"175 instructional days = $16.71 per instructional day).

Therefore, if a public school student is prevented from attending the instructional day because of not taking prescribed behavioral medication, the local school district would not receive approximately $16.71 in basic state aid for that instructional day.
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
