MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  To create new sections of KRS Chapter 164 relating to safety and security at postsecondary education institutions; to require each postsecondary education institution to maintain a daily log recording all crimes occurring on campus and make the log available for public inspection; to require that campus security authorities immediately report a fire or threat of fire to the state fire marshal and the local authorities; to require that campus security authorities immediately report each fire or threat of fire to the state fire marshal's office and the local authorities; to require that effective September 1, 2000, and each year thereafter, each postsecondary institution report to the Council on Postsecondary Education policies and statistics related to campus safety and security; to establish penalties for any person who violates the provisions of the Act; to provide that the Act may be cited as the Michael Minger Act. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Creates new sections of KRS Chapter 164 relating to safety and security at postsecondary education institutions; requires each postsecondary education institution to maintain a daily log recording all crimes occurring on campus and make the log available for public inspection; requires that campus security authorities immediately report a fire or threat of fire to the state fire marshal and the local authorities; requires that campus security authorities immediately report each fire or threat of fire to the state fire marshal's office and the local authorities; requires effective September 1, 2000, and each year thereafter, each postsecondary institution report to the Council on Postsecondary Education policies and statistics related to campus safety and security; establishes penalties for any person who violates the provisions of the Act; provides that the Act may be cited as the Michael Minger Act. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The actual fiscal impact of HB 322 is indeterminable; however the following represents the cost elements which may be incurred by implementing the provisions in Kentucky.  This legislation is similar to the Federal Jeanne Clery Act (20 USC section 1092 (f), which requires institutions that receive Federal financial assistance to collect information with respect to campus crime statistics and report on them.  Information supplied by S. Daniel Carter, Vice President of Security On Campus, Inc indicates the cost of implementing the Clery Act is minimal, using in most cases, existing institutional personnel and equipment.  There are key differences between the provisions of HB 322 and the Federal Clery Act that do create fiscal impacts.  One is that HB 322 requires the information shall be made public in the log within a 24 hour period, while the federal requirements generally provides 2 business days to make an incident public. 

The second difference is the officials who are obligated to report incidents for the log.  House Bill 322 provides that all campus security authorities are required to report, while the federal version is limited only to the actual campus police or security department. As a result officials such as a Dean of Students, or student judicial affairs official will have to report incidents for the log under HB 322.   HB 322 also requires the inclusion of incidents known to off-campus law enforcement.

The fiscal impact relating to the requirement that the campus crime log be posted for computer access within the 24 hours (regardless of the source(s) of the data) results in additional costs for  agencies that currently do not have the necessary records system technicians assigned to work on weekends and holidays.  Therefore additional staffing, operating equipment and operating costs would be incurred.  Special reports are required to be prepared within 24 hours of the initial report of an incident including reports made outside of the campus police/security unit.
