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AN ACT relating to school fundraising activities.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 158.290 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
No student shall be compelled to solicit or meet any kind of quota in a fundraising activity. Solicitations by students shall be on a completely voluntary basis and no grade changes or any other sanctions shall be imposed for refusal or failure of a student to engage in any solicitations or other fundraising activity. No public school shall promote or engage in a schoolwide fundraising project without the prior approval of the local board of education.

(2)
Fundraising activities by an elementary or middle school student organized or sanctioned by a public school shall not require door-to-door sales or solicitations by the student.

(3)
Fundraising activities by a high school student organized or sanctioned by a public school may take place off school grounds only with prior written parental consent.

(4)
A business or organization sanctioned by a public school to assist in school fundraising activities shall disclose to the school the percentage of total funds raised that the school is to receive.

(5)
Nothing in this section shall prohibit student participation in classes in which salesmanship is an integral part of the prescribed curriculum.
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
