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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 48 is to amend KRS 158.070 to lengthen the public school term from 185 to 190 days and to increase the number of instructional days from 175 to 180 days.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 48 amends KRS 158.070, relating to the school term, to increase the minimum school term from 185 to 190 days and to increase the number of instructional days from 175 to 180 days; amends KRS 157.320, 157.350, 157.360, 157.420, 158.080, and 161.623 to conform; Effective July 1, 2004. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 48 has no fiscal impact during the 2000-2002 Biennium due the effective date of the legislation not taking effect until the 2004-2006 Biennium.  However, upon the effective date of the legislation the actual fiscal impact of HB 48 will be indeterminable due to the inability to precisely calculate costs of an instructional day.  Pursuant to data provided by the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE), the current cost of one (1) public school instructional day is estimated to be approximately $14.5 million.  Therefore, assuming no increase in the estimated cost per instructional day, increasing the number of instructional days by a total of five additional days (175 to 180 days) would cost an estimated $73 million ($14.5 million X 5 additional instructional days).
