PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill requires persons who possess firearms to secure a loaded firearm in a way that will prevent access to, or use of the firearm by a minor. The bill provides that if a minor gains access to a firearm that has not been secured as required by the provisions of the bill, and subsequently uses it to commit a crime, then the owner is guilty of a Class A misdemeanor.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact is indeterminable and minimal. There may be some additional time and effort required of peace officers to investigate or testify regarding a possible related misdemeanor crime when a crime is committed by a minor using a firearm (which may have been obtained from an unsecured location).
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
