"SECTION 24.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 164 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The "Lung Cancer Research Fund" is created and shall receive funds each year from the tobacco settlement agreement fund created in KRS 248.654 and allocated to it by the Kentucky Health Care Improvement Authority as authorized by subsection (5)(b) of Section 2 of this Act. The lung cancer research fund shall be used to finance the Lung Cancer Research Project described in subsection (5) of this section. No revenues from the lung cancer research fund shall be allocated until the board has adopted the strategic plan described in subsections (5) and (6) of this section.

(2)
A research consortium between the University of Kentucky and the University of Louisville is created and shall be known as the Governance Board of the Lung Cancer Research Project. The consortium shall be attached to the Council on Postsecondary Education for administrative purposes.

(3)
The board shall consist of nine (9) members appointed by the Governor as follows:

(a)
Two (2) members shall be from the faculty of the School of Medicine at the University of Kentucky;

(b)
Two (2) members shall be from the faculty of the School of Medicine at the University of Louisville;

(c)
Two (2) members shall be from the Council on Postsecondary Education; and

(d)
Three (3) members shall be from the state at large, one (1) of whom shall be appointed chair by the Governor.

(4)
Except as provided in paragraphs (a) to (d) of this subsection, the terms of the members shall be for four (4) years and until their successors are appointed and confirmed. A vacancy on the board shall be filled for the remainder of the unexpired term in the same manner as the original appointment. Members may be reappointed. The initial appointments shall be for staggered terms, as follows:

(a)
Two (2) members shall be appointed for one (1) year;

(b)
Two (2) members shall be appointed for two (2) years;

(c)
Two (2) members shall be appointed for three (3) years; and

(d)
Three (3) members shall be appointed for four (4) years.

(5)
The Governance Board of the Lung Cancer Research Project shall develop and oversee the implementation of a twenty (20) year strategic plan that utilizes the resources of both the University of Louisville and the University of Kentucky in establishing the Lung Cancer Research Project. The Lung Cancer Research Project shall be a joint program to:

(a)
Develop an expertise in the area of lung cancer research with an immediate focus on early detection and epidemiology and with an ultimate goal of eradication of lung cancer;

(b)
Establish a statewide clinical trial network to make university-based clinical trials available to the community physician in order to bring the most innovative cancer treatments to all Kentuckians in need of these treatments;

(c)
Leverage the resources earmarked for the Lung Cancer Research Project toward the certification of the cancer program at the University of Kentucky and the University of Louisville by the National Cancer Institute as a cancer center; and

(d)
Undertake other initiatives consistent with the strategic plan.

(6)
The strategic plan shall identify both short-term and long-term goals and the appropriate oversights to measure progress toward achievement of those goals; it shall be updated every two (2) years.

(7)
The Governance Board of the Lung Cancer Research Project shall submit an annual report to the Governor and the Legislative Research Commission by September 1 each year for the preceding fiscal year, outlining its activities and expenditures .

(8)
The Auditor of Public Accounts, on an annual basis, shall conduct a thorough review of all expenditures from the lung cancer research fund and, if necessary in the opinion of the Auditor, the operations of the Lung Cancer Research Project and the lung cancer research fund.;

SECTION 25.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 194A  IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
It is the intent of the General Assembly to protect all youth and adolescents from the use of tobacco, alcohol, and drugs by:

(a)
Educating all youth and adolescents about the physiological and social consequences of tobacco, alcohol, and drug use and encouraging healthy lifestyles through a comprehensive statewide program; and

(b)
Expanding leadership and dedicating resources to establish new programs and to enhance existing programs that lead to the prevention, reduction, and cessation of tobacco, alcohol, and drug use.

(2)
The General Assembly hereby authorizes the Cabinet for Health Services to develop and establish a comprehensive and coordinated program for educating students in the public schools on prevention, reduction, and cessation of tobacco, alcohol, and drug use. The comprehensive and coordinated plan shall employ a variety of effective approaches including:

(a)
Public education through printed materials, brochures, and video programs;

(b)
Health education curricula that are research-based and proven effective;

(c)
Training for teachers, school employees, and parents;

(d)
Counseling and cessation programs and services; and

(e)
Partnerships with community-based organizations including public health departments that conduct prevention activities.

SECTION 26.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 194A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The State Advisory Council On The Prevention of Tobacco, Alcohol, and Drug Use By Youth is hereby created and attached to the Health Services Cabinet. The council shall advise the secretary of the Health Services Cabinet on the development and implementation of the state comprehensive and coordinated program on the prevention of tobacco, alcohol, and drug use; make recommendations on the criteria for distributing grants to community-based organizations, including public health departments; and monitor and evaluate the effectiveness of programs and activities conducted by the Health Services Cabinet.

(2)
The council shall be composed of seven (7) members appointed by the Governor, with at least one (1) representative from each Congressional District. The chief executive officers or their designees from the Cabinet for Families and Children, the Cabinet for Health Services, and the Center for School Safety shall serve as ex officio members.

(3)
Each council member shall serve a four (4) year term or until a successor is appointed, except that for initial appointments to the council, two (2) of the members shall be appointed to serve a two (2) year term, two (2) of the members shall be appointed to serve a three (3) year term, and three (3) of the members shall be appointed to serve a four (4) year term. A member may be reappointed but may not serve more than two (2) consecutive terms.

(4)
The council shall elect a chair from its membership annually, establish operational procedures, and meet at least four (4) times a year.

(5)
The council members who are not state agency representatives shall be remunerated for actual and necessary expenses incurred while attending meetings. These expenses shall be reimbursed from general funds allocated to the Health Services Cabinet and not from funds allocated to the prevention, reduction, and cessation program.

SECTION 27.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 194A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Funds allocated from the Kentucky Health Care Improvement Authority as authorized by subsection (5)(c) of Section 2 of this Act for the prevention, reduction, and cessation program established under Section 25 of this Act shall be credited to a restricted account and shall not lapse but shall be carried forward in the next biennial budget. Appropriations shall supplement, not supplant, existing funds and resources.

(2)
Of the funds allocated from the Kentucky Health Care Improvement Authority for the implementation of the comprehensive and coordinated plan:

(a)
Ninety-five percent (95%) of funds shall be available to fund school or community-based grants to support prevention, reduction, and cessation programs;

(b)
In the event that funds remain after all qualified school or community-based programs have received the funds requested, the cabinet shall use the remaining funds to promote prevention, reduction, and cessation programs; and

(c)
Five percent (5%) of funds shall be used for the administration of the program and for the evaluation of the effectiveness of the prevention programs receiving grants.

(3)
The Cabinet for Health Services shall provide to all public school districts and local health departments information regarding the availability of prevention funds, the requirements for receiving funds, and the grant application process.

A local public health department may submit a grant application developed in partnership with public schools or school districts, other public and private community agencies, and organizations."; and by renumbering subsequent sections accordingly;
