BR 2137 is a resolution that puts Fox Hollow Road in Clay County into the state road maintenance system.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of this bill is indeterminable, although it could result in a cost savings for Clay County.  Fox Hollow Road is about a mile long and serves as the main thoroughfare for employee travel, deliveries and other traffic to the federal prison at Manchester.  The road is in the Clay County road maintenance system at this time.  Putting it into the state road system would represent a savings for Clay County, freeing the county from such costs as wintertime snow removal, right-of-way upkeep, patching and occasional paving.
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
