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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  SB 294/GA requires, rather than makes permissive, Medicaid coverage of services that are within the lawful scope of practice of a chiropractor to the extent that the Medical Assistance Program pays for the same services provided by a physician. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Amends KRS 205.560 to require Medicaid coverage of services that are within the lawful scope of practice of a chiropractor to the extent that the Medical Assistance Program pays for the same services provided by a physician. 
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact of SB 294/GA is indeterminable due to the inability to determine the number of Medicaid clients who would utilize this service, the number of visits per year, and rates that may be charged and the level which would be reimbursed.  According to the Kentucky Board of Chiropractic Examiners, there are currently 648 chiropractors practicing in Kentucky.  An additional 443 non-residents maintain an Kentucky chiropractic license.
