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AN ACT relating to cosmetologists.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 317A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in this Section:
(a)
"Funeral establishment" means funeral establishment as defined in KRS 316.010;
(b)
"Long-term-care facilities" means long-term-care facilities as defined in KRS 216.510;
(c)
"Homeless individual" means homeless individual as defined in KRS 198A.700; and
(d)
"Assisted living residence" means assisted living residence as defined in KRS 209.200.
(2)
Every person holding an active license from the board as a cosmetologist or nail technician, with the exception of a licensed manicurist or cosmetologist exclusively practicing manicuring in a licensed barber shop, shall practice in an establishment licensed by the board.
(3)
Notwithstanding the provisions in subsection (2) of this section, persons holding an active license from the board as a cosmetologist or nail technician and who practice in salons licensed by the board, shall be permitted to render services for pay, free, or otherwise, to persons:

(a)
Registered as patients in or residing in long term-care-facilities;

(b)
Under the care of hospice programs, whether located in health facilities or in the person's private home;

(c)
Defined as homeless individuals and residing in temporary living accommodations;

(d)
Deceased and in the care of funeral establishments;

(e)
Residing in assisted living communities; or

(f)
Confined to their private or family care homes by a physical inability to travel, that is attested to in writing by their physicians.

(4)
Cosmetologists and nail technicians who render services authorized in subsection (3) of this section, with the exception of services rendered in private homes, shall have the permission of the owner or administrator of the facility where the services are rendered.

(5)
The board shall promulgate administrative regulations to carry out the provisions of this section.
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
