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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  SB 387/SCS:  a) reserves for a period of 24 months any health facility, major medical equipment or services that have been closed for applications for Certificates of Need unless the facility's beds, equipment or services are relocated within the same county;  b) permits any person to enter into a contract to acquire, in whole or in part, any of a closed health facility's beds, major medical equipment, or the services offered to another location within the same county; c) permits the relocation to more than one location if the beds remain within the same county; and, d) requires any person proposing to acquire or relocate any health facility or health service to give notification to the Cabinet.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Amends KRS 216B.040 to reserve, for a period of twenty-four (24) months, health facility beds, major medical equipment, or services that have been closed for applications for any Certificate of Need to reestablish the same services, in whole or in part, within the same county  unless the facility's beds, equipment or services are relocated within the same county; Permits any person to enter into a contract to acquire, in whole or in part, any of a closed health facility's beds, major medical equipment, or the services offered to another location within the same county; Permits the relocation to more than one (1) location if the beds remain in the same county; and, Requires any person proposing to acquire or relocate any health facility or health service to give notification to the cabinet.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  SB 387/SCS will not have a fiscal impact on the Cabinet for Health Services.
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
