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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate upon the occasion of the One Hundred Twenty-fifth Anniversary of Calvary Baptist Church.

WHEREAS, On January 27, 1875, the Second Baptist Church in Lexington, Kentucky, was formulated with forty-four parishioners; soon thereafter, the church voted to change its name to the Pilgrim Baptist Church; and on May 27, 1906, a new sanctuary on the southwest corner of High Street and Rodes Avenue was dedicated as Calvary Baptist Church; and

WHEREAS, through the years, Calvary Baptist Church has been fortunate to have dedicated and untiring pastors leading its congregations: its first pastor, Dr. J. M. Frost, served from 1875-1880; Pastor J. J. Taylor served from 1880-1888; Pastor F. B. Raymond served from 1888-1891; Pastor Walter Scott Splawn served from 1892-1895; Pastor J. H. Boyet served from 1895-1898; Pastor W. D. Nowlin served from 1899-1904, Pastor W. P. Hines served from 1904-1908; Dr. Thomas C. Ecton served from 1909-1947; Dr. F. Russell Purdy served from 1947-1954; Dr. Franklin P. Owen served from 1954-1972; Reverend L. Reed Polk, Jr. served from 1973-1980; Dr. J. Dan Cooper served from 1980-1990; and Dr. Robert G. Baker has served from 1991 to present; and

WHEREAS, this remarkable Christian institution has continually given back to the community that has supported it for the past one hundred twenty-five years in the expansion of its educational facilities and its commitment to multiple ministries that have faithfully labored to convey the word of God and diligently provide sound spiritual guidance, religious education, and pastoral care for members throughout the years; and

WHEREAS, Calvary Baptist Church has faithfully provided spiritual guidance and instruction to the Lexington-Fayette County community and has touched the lives of countless people over many generations;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body recognizes Calvary Baptist Church as an exceptional house of worship that has offered solace and support to the citizens of its congregation and its community for one hundred twenty-five phenomenal years, and its members are applauded for their tireless devotion and faithful attendance.

Section 2.   This honorable body notes that, in jubilant celebration of the rich heritage of its one hundred twenty-five years, Calvary Baptist Church will begin its anniversary celebration with a worship service on January 23, 2000, with congratulatory wishes from various community and state declarations, followed by a groundbreaking ceremony of the Calvary Baptist Church Activity Center/Fellowship Hall that will provide members with opportunities for recreation, learning and ministry mission outreach, and that other celebrations will be held throughout the year to celebrate this glorious event.

Section 3.   The Senate wishes to Calvary Baptist Church success in all future endeavors.

Section 4.   When the Senate adjourns this day, January 21, 2000, it does so in honor of the occasion of the one hundred twenty-fifth anniversary of Calvary Baptist Church.
