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AN ACT relating to population data for redistricting.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 6 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

For purposes of redrawing the boundaries of congressional, state senatorial, and state representative districts after the receipt of population data from the 2000 Census, the General Assembly shall use the population data supplied by the United State Bureau of the Census that represents the actual enumeration of the population of Kentucky without the use of any post-enumeration sampling and statistical adjustment of the population counts.

In developing population data for state legislative and congressional redistricting under KRS 7.550, the Legislative Research Commission shall include in its geographic information system database used for redistricting only the population data specified in subsection (1) of this section. No statistically adjusted population data from the 2000 Census shall be included in the Legislative Research Commission's redistricting database.
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
