PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 255 affects the zoning of factory-built, manufactured or modular housing.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 255 is indeterminable.  The most direct local government impact will be on city or county planning and zoning commissions and perhaps their respective legislative bodies.  This measure creates a new section of the statutes to consider factory-built housing to be a permitted use in residential zones, and allows reasonable aesthetic standards for factory-built housing, but those are to be no more restrictive than for single family dwellings.  It allows legislative bodies to establish reasonable standards for certain public safety requirements in accordance with federal regulations.  It also amends a section of KRS 100 to replace the words "mobile home" with "factory-built housing" in regard to zoning regulations.

This measure may require localities that have adopted zoning regulations to incorporate factory-built housing as a permitted use.  One source indicated that local governments may be required to amend their zoning ordinances to come up with uniform design criteria for both "stick" and "non-stick," or manufactured, housing.  The process of undertaking zoning changes where needed may involve meetings, staff time, publication costs and other costs, although the meeting probably would be in the context of regularly scheduled meetings.
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
