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AN ACT relating to consumer protection.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 367.175 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Every contract, combination in the form of trust and otherwise, or conspiracy, in restraint of trade or commerce in this Commonwealth shall be unlawful.

(2)
It shall be unlawful for any person or persons to monopolize, or attempt to monopolize or combine or conspire with any other person or persons to monopolize any part of the trade or commerce in this Commonwealth.

(3)
The sale, delivery, holding, or offering for sale of any self-testing kits designed to tell persons their status concerning human immunodeficiency virus or acquired immunodeficiency syndrome or related disorders, and any advertising of such kits, shall be prohibited.

(4)
It shall be an unlawful act for a retail seller of tires for motor vehicles to sell a tire to the consumer that was manufactured more than three hundred sixty-five (365) days immediately preceding the date of the tire's purchase, if any manufacturer's warranty for the tire begins to run prior to the date of purchase. The retail seller may sell tires that were manufactured more than three hundred sixty-five (365) days before the date of purchase, if the retail seller:

(a)
Notifies the consumer purchaser of the type of warranty, the age and condition of the tire, the date the respective warranty lapses, the expected lifetime of the tire under normal conditions, and any conditions, including Acts of God, that offset or negate the warranty; and

(b)
Warrants the tire for the same length of time set out in the warranty, but extends the length of the warranty so that the time provided begins to run from the date of purchase, rather than the date of manufacture.


In addition to any other penalties, violations of this subsection shall be a Class D felony.

In addition to any other penalties, violations of subsection (1) to (3) of this section shall also be a Class C felony.
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
