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A JOINT RESOLUTION directing the Department of Parks, the Department of Highways, and any other responsible state agency to order the removal of any obstacles that deny Mr. Mark D. Herres's way of ingress and egress over certain passways on park land held by the Commonwealth to his parcel of land situated between the Natural Bridge State Resort Park and the Daniel Boone National Forest.

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth, in holding and managing real property, desires to act fairly and equitably toward adjoining property owners as the Commonwealth seeks to properly manage the people's land; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Mark D. Herres's way of ingress and egress over certain passways on land held by the Commonwealth to his parcel of land situated between the Natural Bridge State Resort Park and the Daniel Boone National Forest has been blocked by employees of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Parks, the Department of Highways, and any other responsible state agency has authority over the employees of the respective department or agency;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Department of Parks, the Department of Highways, and any other responsible state agency shall issue a standing order to the appropriate employees of the respective department or agency to remove any obstacles, so placed by employees of the Commonwealth, to Mr. Mark Herres's way of ingress and egress over certain passways on park land held by the Commonwealth to his parcel of land in Powell County, which land is situated between the Natural Bridge State Resort Park and the Daniel Boone National Forest.

Section 2.   The Department of Parks, the Department of Highways, and any other responsible state agency shall not issue any order to any employees of the respective department or agency, which order contravenes the order in Section 1 of this joint resolution, unless: 

(1)
A court of competent jurisdiction declares that Mr. Mark D. Herres has no right of ingress and egress to and from his land; or

(2)
A court of competent jurisdiction approves a settlement agreement among all indispensable parties properly before such court.
