"Section 2.   KRS 527.020 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
A person is guilty of carrying a concealed weapon when he carries concealed a firearm or other deadly weapon on or about his person.

(2)
Peace officers, when necessary for their protection in the discharge of their official duties; United States mail carriers when actually engaged in their duties; and agents and messengers of express companies, when necessary for their protection in the discharge of their official duties, may carry concealed weapons on or about their person.

(3)
The following persons may carry concealed deadly weapons on or about their person at all times within the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
(a)
Policemen certified pursuant to KRS 15.380(1) directly employed by the state, a county government, an urban-county government, a charter county government, a consolidated local government, or a city when expressly authorized to do so by the government employing the officer;
(b)
Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control field representatives and investigators certified pursuant to KRS 15.380(1) and appointed under KRS 241.090 when expressly authorized to do so by the Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control;
(c)
An elected sheriff;
(d)
Full-time and part-time deputy sheriffs currently certified as peace officers by the Kentucky Law Enforcement Council pursuant to KRS 15.380 to 15.404 when expressly authorized to do so by the sheriff;
(e)
An elected jailer;
(f)
A deputy jailer who has successfully completed Department of Corrections basic training for jailers and maintains his or her in-service training when expressly authorized to do so by the jailer;
(g)
The department head of a corrections department in any jurisdiction where the office of elected jailer has been merged with the office of sheriff when expressly authorized to do so by the unit of government by which he or she is employed; and
(h)
An employee of the corrections department who has successfully completed Department of Corrections basic training for jailers and maintains his or her in service training when expressly permitted to do so by the unit of local government employing him or her.

[Policemen directly employed by state, county, city, or urban-county governments may carry concealed deadly weapons on or about their person at all times within the Commonwealth of Kentucky, when expressly authorized to do so by the government employing the officer.]

(4)
A full-time paid peace officer of a government agency from another state or territory of the United States or an elected sheriff from another state or territory of the United States may carry a concealed deadly weapon in Kentucky when necessary for his or her protection in the discharge of official duties, if the other state or territory accords Kentucky full-time paid peace officers and elected sheriffs the same rights by law.
(5)
Persons licensed to carry a concealed deadly weapon pursuant to KRS 237.110 may carry a firearm or other concealed deadly weapon on or about their persons at all times within the Commonwealth of Kentucky, if the firearm or concealed deadly weapon is carried in conformity with the requirements of that section. Unless otherwise specifically provided by the Kentucky Revised Statutes or applicable federal law, no criminal penalty shall attach to carrying a concealed firearm or other deadly weapon with a permit at any location at which an unconcealed firearm or other deadly weapon may be constitutionally carried.

(6)[5]
A firearm or other deadly weapon shall not be deemed concealed on or about the person if it is located in a glove compartment, regularly installed in a motor vehicle by its manufacturer regardless of whether said compartment is locked, unlocked, or does not have a locking mechanism.

(7)[6]
Carrying a concealed weapon is a Class A misdemeanor unless the defendant has been previously convicted of a felony in which a deadly weapon was possessed, used or displayed in which case it is a Class D felony."
