On page 1, line 13, after the period "." insert "Except as provided in subsection (4) of this section," and change the uppercase word "A" to a lowercase word "a"; and

On page 1, between lines 15 and 16, insert a new subsection (4) to read as follows:

"(4)
A vehicle placed out-of-service under this section for the sole violation of a missing or defective rear impact guard and rear end protection shall be permitted to be immediately driven to a dealer, mechanic, garage, or other repair facility where it shall be left for repair. The vehicle shall be followed by the law enforcement officer who cited the vehicle to the dealer, mechanic, garage, or other repair facility. If a vehicle cited solely for a missing or defective rear impact guard and rear end protection is loaded with livestock or a perishable commodity or perishable product at the time of the violation, the vehicle shall be permitted to continue to its destination. The vehicle shall be followed by the law enforcement officer who cited the vehicle to the delivery destination and, upon completion of delivery of the livestock or perishable commodity or perishable product, the officer shall follow the vehicle to a dealer, mechanic, garage, or other repair facility where the vehicle shall be left for repair. A vehicle placed out-of-service for other violations shall be towed in accordance with the Transportation Cabinet's out-of-service criteria."
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
