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AN ACT proposing an amendment to Section 64 of the Constitution of Kentucky relating to the division of counties.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   It is proposed that Section 64 of the Constitution of Kentucky be amended to read as follows:


No county shall be divided, or have any part stricken therefrom, except in the formation of new counties, without submitting the question to the voters of the territory to be stricken[a vote of the people of the county], nor unless a[the] majority of all the legal voters of the territory to be stricken[county ]voting on the question shall vote for the same. The county seat of no county as now located, or as may hereafter be located, shall be moved, except upon a vote of two-thirds of those voting; nor shall any new county be established which will reduce any county to less than twelve thousand inhabitants, nor shall any county be created containing a less population.

Section 2.   This amendment shall be submitted to the voters of the Commonwealth for their ratification or rejection at the time and in the manner provided for under Sections 256 and 257 of the Constitution and under KRS 118.415.
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
