On page 1, beginning on line 3, by deleting all the language through page 7, line 13, and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"Section 1.   KRS 13A.020 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
There is hereby created a permanent subcommittee of the Legislative Research Commission to be known as the Administrative Regulation Review Subcommittee. The subcommittee shall be composed of eight (8)[seven (7)] members, including four (4) members from each chamber, and at least one (1) member appointed from each chamber shall be a member of the minority party in that chamber[no more than five (5) of whom shall be members of the same political party]. The President of the Senate shall appoint Senate members of the subcommittee and the Speaker of the House shall appoint House [The Legislative Research Commission shall appoint from the membership of the General Assembly, the ]members of the subcommittee. Subcommittee members shall be appointed for terms of two (2) years, and the members[ so] appointed from each chamber shall elect one (1) member from their chamber[of their number] to serve as co-chair[chairman]. The co-chairs shall have joint responsibilities for subcommittee meeting agendas and presiding at subcommittee meetings. The Legislative Research Commission, by a vote of a majority of its entire membership, may remove any member of the subcommittee. Any vacancy which may occur in the membership of the subcommittee shall be filled by the President of the Senate or Speaker of the House as appropriate[Legislative Research Commission at its next regularly scheduled meeting after the occurrence of the vacancy].

(2)
The co-chairs of the subcommittee shall have alternating first option authority to set monthly meeting dates. A monthly meeting may be canceled by joint determination of the co-chairs[meet monthly at such time and place as the chairman may determine]. The members of the subcommittee shall be compensated for attending meetings, as provided in KRS 7.090[(2)].

(3)
Any professional, clerical or other employees required by the subcommittee shall be provided in accordance with the provisions of KRS 7.090[(4) and (5)].

Section 2.   Notwithstanding the provisions of KRS Chapter 7, or any other statute or rule to the contrary, any official action by the Legislative Research Commission shall require an affirmative roll-call vote of a majority of the Commission's entire membership.

Section 3.   Section 1 of this Act takes effect January 1, 2003.".
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
