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AN ACT relating to civil actions.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 372 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Parties to civil actions in this Commonwealth shall not enter into and no court enforcing the laws of this Commonwealth shall enforce that portion of any agreement, contract, or order which keeps confidential and denies the public access to information, records, or documents which relate to a public hazard or which may be useful to members of the public in protecting themselves from injury that might result from a public hazard of any kind or nature, including, but not limited to, dangerous products, professional negligence, or dangerous real property.

(2)
That portion of any agreement, contract, or order violating subsection (1) of this section shall be null and void as against public policy unless a court of competent jurisdiction finds, after appropriate notice and hearing, based upon clear and convincing evidence, that the information, records, or documents would, if disclosed, breach a valid trade secret.

(3)
Any substantially affected person or any representative of the news media shall have standing to contest any agreement, contract, or order which violates subsection (1) of this section.

(4)
This section shall not affect the attorney-client privilege.
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
