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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION authorizing the Kentucky AVIS Insurance Task Force.

WHEREAS, the Transportation Cabinet has recently begun collecting timely information on proof of insurance for use in the Automated Vehicle Information System (AVIS) on-line vehicle registration and renewal program; and

WHEREAS, the availability of timely insurance information on all Kentucky vehicles in AVIS would be both a great benefit to law enforcement officers who are charged with enforcing motor vehicle insurance laws and a great convenience to motorists who are burdened by the current system of proof-of-insurance cards;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Kentucky AVIS Insurance Task Force is created to study the feasibility of employing timely insurance data in AVIS to replace the current system of proof of motor vehicle insurance.

Section 2.   The task force shall consist of eleven (11) members as follows:

(1)
Two (2) members of the Kentucky Senate, appointed by the President of the Senate;

(2)
Two (2) Members of the Kentucky House of Representatives, appointed by the Speaker of the House;

(3)
The Commissioner of the Department of Vehicle Regulation within the Transportation Cabinet;

(4)
The Commissioner of the Department of Insurance;

(5)
The Chief Information Officer of the Governor's Office for Technology;

(6)
Two (2) county clerks, appointed by the Legislative Research Commission from a list of five (5) nominees submitted by the County Clerks' Association; and

(7)
Two (2) representatives of the insurance industry, appointed by the Legislative Research Commission.

Section 3.   A majority of members shall serve as a quorum. The President of the Senate shall appoint one (1) of the Senate members to serve as co-chairperson of the task force and the Speaker of the House shall appoint one (1) of the House members to serve as co-chairperson of the task force. The task force shall be staffed by Legislative Research Commission staff.

Section 4.   The task force shall report its findings and legislative recommendations to the Legislative Research Commission no later than November 30, 2002.

Section 5.   Provisions of this resolution to the contrary notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and to designate a study completion date.
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
