Witt was born on November 25, 1932, and he is a native of Louisville, Jefferson County, Kentucky; he is the devoted husband of Marcella Witt, with whom he entered into the bonds of holy matrimony on April 26, 1963; and he is the loving father of two daughters, Linda Witt and Jennifer Witt, and two sons, Jeffrey Witt and Richard Witt; and

WHEREAS, Claude M. Witt graduated from the University of Louisville, the University of Wisconsin, and Boyce Bible School of the Southern Baptist Theological Seminary in Louisville; and
