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A RESOLUTION to honor, pay tribute, and thank Governor Paul Patton, the staff of the Governor's Office, Secretary Gene Strong and the staff of the Cabinet for Economic Development, and the Gentlemen from Hardin County for their tireless efforts on behalf of the Commonwealth of Kentucky in regard to Hyundai Motor Company.

WHEREAS, the past century has witnessed the increasing movement of industry away from theretofore intransigent geographical confines; and

WHEREAS, the migration of industry has forced governments to become increasingly competitive in their efforts to recruit and retain industry; and

WHEREAS, from the very day upon which Hyundai Motor Company of South Korea announced that it would begin a search for its first North American automobile assembly site, the competition between all states within the United States and all provinces within the borders of Canada was fierce and unending; and

WHEREAS, the honorable Governor Paul Patton brought together the best and brightest of his staff to work with officials from Hyundai Motor Company; and

WHEREAS, the recent announcement by Hyundai Motor Company that their first North American automobile assembly facility would locate elsewhere was indeed a bitter disappointment to Governor Paul Patton; and

WHEREAS, the members of the House of Representatives, as a reflection of the sentiment of the citizens of this Commonwealth, do hereby recognize and appreciate the ceaseless efforts of Governor Paul Patton and his exemplary staff, the Gentlemen from Hardin, and Secretary Gene Strong and officials within the Cabinet for Economic Development to lure Hyundai Motor Company to the great state of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the members of the House of Representatives and the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky do hereby find that Kentucky has become a better place through this process in that other international companies do also recognize these exemplary efforts; and

WHEREAS, when other international companies make their decisions to locate industries within the borders of Kentucky, it will be in no small part because of the efforts they witnessed by Governor Paul Patton, the Gentlemen from Hardin, and Cabinet Secretary Gene Strong in regard to Hyundai Motor Company;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives applauds and commends the efforts of Governor Paul Patton and his staff, the Gentlemen from Hardin, and Secretary Gene Strong and officials and staff within the Cabinet for Economic Development to lure Hyundai Motor Company to the great state of Kentucky.
