With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Wilson Palmer, our colleague and friend, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Wilson Palmer was born on May 9, 1917, a native of Harrison County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on February 19, 2002; and

WHEREAS, Wilson Palmer was the loving son of the late Edgar and Clara Florence Palmer, he was the devoted husband of the late Jean Marsh Palmer, and he was the loving brother of Frank Palmer and Lowell Palmer, who also preceded him in passing; he was the loving father of five daughters and sons-in-law, Jane and Jerry Lockwood of Jamestown, New York, Joan and Dave Wilson of Brandenburg, and Patsy and Doug Hampton, Susan and Roy Kitchen, and Mary Catherine and Steve Carroll, all of Harrison County; he was the proud grandfather of fourteen grandchildren and sixteen great-grandchildren, and he was the loving brother of two sisters, Amanda Moorehead of Marietta, Georgia and Clara A.
