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A RESOLUTION to congratulate and honor Paducah native Steve Finley of the Arizona Diamondbacks.

WHEREAS, Steve Finley was born on March 12, 1965, in Union City, Tennessee, and shortly thereafter moved to Paducah, Kentucky, where he went on to become a standout athlete at Paducah Tillman High School from which he graduated in 1982, and thereafter continued his education at Southern Illinois University, from which he graduated in 1985; and

WHEREAS, Steve Finley began his professional baseball career in 1986 with the Baltimore Orioles and continued his career with the Houston Astros, the San Diego Padres, and the Arizona Diamondbacks; and

WHEREAS, Steve Finley has had a successful thirteen year professional baseball career, which climaxed with a 2001 World Series championship game seven victory over the New York Yankees where Steve had an amazing batting average of .368; and

WHEREAS, Steve Finley is the first west Kentuckian to be a member of a World Series championship team since 1925, when Eddie Moore of Barlow, Kentucky, played with the Pittsburgh Pirates;

WHEREAS, Steve Finley has been selected for the National League all-star team on two separate occasions and has earned four distinguished gold glove awards for his flawless play in centerfield; and

WHEREAS, Steve Finley was recently chosen by the regions' fans and was named The Paducah Sun's Purchase Area greatest athlete of the 1900's.

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
