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A RESOLUTION acknowledging the accomplishments of Denise Bentley as the first African-American woman to be elected as President of the Louisville Board of Alderman.

WHEREAS, it is entirely appropriate for this honorable body to acknowledge the special contributions of individuals who impact the lives of Kentuckians; and 

WHEREAS, Denise Bentley attended Presentation Academy, Kentucky School of Mortuary Science, Jefferson Community College, and the University of Louisville; and 

WHEREAS, Denise Bentley has served on many boards and commissions in the City of Louisville, contributed countless hours to many organizations throughout the Louisville area, and received awards and commendations too numerous to list; and 

WHEREAS, Denise Bentley is an African-American woman and the proud mother of two children, Candice and Marcus; and

WHEREAS, Denise Bentley has skillfully represented the citizens of the Ninth Ward of the City of Louisville since January 1997; and

WHEREAS, Denise Bentley was elected by her peers as President of the Louisville Board of Aldermen on January 8, 2002, and as President will serve as primary spokesperson for the board and as Mayor Pro Tem during an historic period in the history of the City of Louisville; and

WHEREAS, Denise Bentley is the first African-American woman to be elected as President of the Louisville Board of Aldermen;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body does hereby express its appreciation for her hard work and acknowledges the accomplishments of the Denise Bentley as the first African-American woman to be elected as President of the Louisville Board of Alderman.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Denise Bentley.
